Credit by Exam Policy for CENE 180

Established Fall 2006

For those students claiming proficiency in AutoCAD and graphical communication skills, the CENE will allow the student to receive credit by exam, if: 

i. The student can “prove” his/her use of AutoCAD within a professional capacity by having their employer, who must be an PE, to write a letter certifying the student’s use of and experience with graphical communication and AutoCAD, AND

ii. The student pays the regular tuition associated with the course credits, AND

iii. During the semester that CENE 180 is offered, the student progresses through a two step exam process that is administered by the current CENE 180 instructor.  If the process is not completed before the last day to add a course, the student will possibly incur the additional fees associated with late add.  The exam process  must be completed prior to the “last day to withdraw from a class”.   

The first exam step is to build the template/layers for executing the second step of a final exam.  The student may progress to the 2nd step if the instructor has determined that the student possess the necessary set-up skills.  If a student does not successfully complete this step, he or she will not be awarded credit by exam, and must complete CENE 180. 

The second step is a final exam and consists of: selecting an object, completing a rough sketch proposal of the object addressing the pre-assigned project criteria, having the proposal reviewed and approved, hand drawing quality sketches of the object, and executing the drawings in AutoCAD. 

Successful completion of the second step above is determined if the student achieves 80% or better, and then credit by exam can be awarded. 

iv. The CENE 180 instructor informs the Department Chair of the status of the exam.  If successful, the Chair sends a letter to Undergraduate Admissions asking to have posted to Degree Audit that the CENE 180 requirements have been satisfied via the NAU Challenge Exam process.  In this letter, a summary of the steps taken shall also be provided.  A copy of this letter shall be retained in the student’s file.   

If the student did not successfully complete the exam, the CENE 180 instructor shall inform the student that he or she has not been successful in challenging the course.  To receive credit for the course, the student must enroll in a future semester, not during the semester of the challenge, in the course and complete the course requirements expected of any student enrolled in the course.
