Information on Receiving and ESL Endorsement (18 Hours + Practicum) from
Arizona Department of Education

1.
An ESL or Bilingual Endorsement is required of an individual who is an ESL classroom teacher, ESL specialist, ESL resource teacher, or otherwise responsible for providing ESL instruction.

2.
The Provisional ESL Endorsement is valid for 3 years and is not renewable.  Requirements are:

a.
A valid Arizona Fingerprint Clearance Card issued by the Arizona Department of Public Safety.

b.
A valid Arizona Elementary, Secondary, Special Education, or Career and Technical Education certificate.

c.
Six semester hours of courses specified on the reverse side, including at least one course in ESL methods.

3.
The Full ESL Endorsement shall be automatically renewed with the certificate on which it is posted.  Requirements are:

a.
A valid Arizona Fingerprint Clearance Card issued by the Arizona Department of Public Safety.

b.
A valid Arizona Elementary, Secondary, Special Education, or Career and Technical Education certificate.

c.
Completion of an approved program in ESL as outlined on the reverse side.

d.
A 3-unit ESL practicum or 2 years of verified full-time ESL or bilingual teaching experience.

e.
Second language learning experience, which may include sign language, documented by any of the following:

•
Six semester hours of courses in a single second language, or the equivalent, verified by the department of language, education, or English at an accredited institution;

•
Completion of intensive language training by the Peace Corps, the Foreign Service Institute, or the Defense Language Institute;

•
Placement by the language department of an accredited institution in a third semester level;

•
Placement at level 1-intermediate/low or more advanced score on the Oral Proficiency Interview, verified by the American Council for the Teaching of Foreign Languages;

•
Passing score on the Arizona Classroom Spanish Proficiency Examination approved by the Board; or

•
Proficiency in an American Indian language, signed by an official designated by the appropriate tribe.
